Shaping (Composite Fabrication) Syllabus 2019-20
Shaping (Composite Fabrication) is an Advanced level course that explores the History, Culture and Fabrication techniques of Performance boards. 
Your academic grade is computed on the following basis.
60% Projects, Additional Class Work (Critiques/Sketchbooks/Warm-ups/Presentations)

40% Studio Performance - Safety First – always acting in a safe and caring manner towards yourself, others, the teacher, and the lab and it’s operating equipment. Always engaged in Participation/Productivity/On-task Behavior throughout the entire class period. Not distracting self or others from actively participating in class. Actively cleaning during the allotted clean-up time. Leaving the classroom and its belongings CLEAN, even if they weren’t clean when you found and used them. Showing respect, kindness, and concern to yourself, others, the teacher, equipment, and the projects you create. Students are also required to place their cell phone in the phone caddy upon entering class for roll call and phones are to remain in the caddy during the entire class period unless the teacher has given permission for students to use it during class for educational purposes. Points will be deducted from 40% of your overall grade in the class when these guidelines are not followed
Progress Reports and Grades will be delivered electronically via the parent portal.  The school will notify parents by e-mail and phone when the reports are available. Classwork involves a variety of activities in the Shaping Lab. The Lab is a WORK environment. 

Safety, teamwork, communication skills, problem solving, kindness, respect and a positive “can do” attitudee 
are the skills we focus on. While in class students are expected to be PRODUCTIVE every minute. 
Homework Although you will not have homework regularly, you are expected to bring in reference photos for certain projects. (The more planning you do outside of class, the more successful your projects will become!) There may be additional homework assignments during the course of the year but these generally will only take an hour or less to complete each. Also, depending on how well you use your class time and/or the complexity of the project you are working on, you may need to work on your project at home in order to have it completed on time for the critique. If you have an excused absence, you will be given an additional day for each of the days that you missed to complete your work. An active Sketchbook is required from every Shaping student.
Tests: A Safety Test is required in this class. You must pass the safety test to do activity in the Shaping labs and classroom. Unsafe behavior will not be tolerated. Inappropriate, impulsive or unsafe student behavior will result in the immediate removal from the class.  
When you are absent the time you are away from the lab should be made up. 
Cell phone-free zone Upon Entering the classroom students are to place their cell phones in the classroom phone caddy and leave them there until the end of class. Cell phones are not allowed in the shaping class/studio except with teacher permission when being used for educational purposes that pertain to the shaping class only. Such instances where cell phones are allowed include researching a historical or current surfer, surf history, gathering inspiration and/or ideas on current project possibilities, color schemes, etc. Texting/talking, social media, playing games, etc. is not allowed. Failure to follow these rules will result in points being deducted from your Studio Performance grade in addition to the consequences listed below.
Consequences (same as LCCHS cell phone policy):

First Offense: Warning or confiscation by teacher.

Second Offense: Teacher confiscation of cell phone and turned in to Assistant Principals’ office.

Student may retrieve phone from the AP office at the end of the school day.

Third Offense: Confiscation of cell phone. Cell phones turned into the AP office for the 2nd time will

require a parent/guardian to pick up.

Additional offenses will be considered defiance and may result in a referral, class suspension

and/or student/parent conference.

*If there is an emergency and you need to contact your student, you can contact the classroom directly through the LCCHS directory.

Shaping Class Rules

Be punctual and prepared.

●
Be courteous, polite, and respectful of each other and each other’s work. Please do not touch projects that are not your own.

●
You are expected to participate from the time the bell rings at the start of class until I tell you it is time to clean up. Please do not clean up prematurely.

●
Students may not leave the classroom without a pass/permission from the instructor. Only one student may go to the restroom at a time. Please use the restroom before class.

●
The Shaping Room is a cell phone free zone. If you are having a personal emergency and need to use your phone, please talk to me about it first. 

●
There are times that I may let you work outside on a project. Please be sure that you are working and are in the location agreed upon or you will be asked to come inside for the remainder of that project.

Consequences

If you do not adhere to the above guidelines for classroom behavior, it will result in the loss of points from your Studio Performance grade which makes up 40% of your overall grade. It may also result in additional clean-up duty during class time, after-school detention with 24 hours notice, a phone call to parent/guardian, or a referral to the Assistant Principal.
Shaping Lab Rules, Safety, and Behavior Expectations

Shaping classes are open lab environments which require special skills and have greater expectations for behavior. Not all students have the maturity or impulse control to conduct themselves safely in a Lab Environment. The following expectations are an essential part of this course. 

1)
Be on time!  Make sure you arrive to class on time, as our school has a firm tardy policy. (refer to the student handbook.) Attendance and demos are done at the beginning of the class. You are responsible to make up this time and for the information given at this time.

1st tardy = verbal warning

3rd tardy = parent contact

5th tardy = referral to assistant principal 

2)
Be prepared!  Research projects outside of class. Class time is best used producing work.

3)
Be attentive!  Instructions, demonstrations and class announcements are given frequently and you are responsible to pay attention. Disruptive behavior is unacceptable and will lower your grade.

4)
Be a good citizen!  Respect the people around you (yourself, classmates, and teacher).  Respect school property and all the equipment you use.  Know the rules of this school and this class. Accept the consequences of your actions. 

5)
Be Safe!  Power tools, sharp objects, hand tools, dust particles, chemicals and compounds are a part of the Shaping Lab. You must be able to understand the hazards of these lab conditions and behave in an appropriate and safe manner while in the lab to be a member of this class. There is zero tolerance for inappropriate behavior in The Shaping Labs and classroom.
6)
Be productive! Each class is up to 2 hours long and you are expected to work the entire time. Managing your time, transitioning to different tasks, rigorous work ethic and a “can do” attitude toward challenging tasks is an essential skill to be a successful student. Anything less than your best effort will significantly affect your grade.

7)
Be Helpful! There are many tasks to be done to keep a Shaping Lab running smoothly. You are expected to step up to these chores with a positive attitude and a sense of pride.

8)
Be Creative! You must find ways to solve problems. Shaping is a problem solving class. When faced with a challenge you are expected to find solutions and apply sound design principles.

9)
Be Honest! Turn in work that you produced. Taking credit for work that other people produced is unethical and subject to the school’s Academic Honesty Policy (see student handbook). All work you produce should have your name and date on it. 

10)
Be a good member of our team! Every member of this class will be given responsibilities. Take pride in your work and follow through with a positive attitude. As a part of a team everyone’s role is important. 

These simple rules will help our class to run smoothly and increase our productivity.  It is very important that classroom behavior does not interfere with instruction, the activities of the class or create any safety concerns. If there are any special circumstances that make you unable to adhere to these expectations, please let me know asap.
